INTERESTING INFORMATION FROM SILVER JUBILEE CELEBRATIONS. 
 
1st Grade Peter’s, the Great Medal Reward, was bestowed on Pujya Gurudev for his contribution to the 
Russian federation. 
 
The South Indian symphony, comprising of 3,800 musicians, included 650 on Mridangams, 100 Ghatams, 770 
on veenas, 782 Violins, 138,Nadaswarams, 92 Saxophones, 10 Mandolins, 60, Tampuras, 750 on flutes, 150 
Guitars, 20 Key-boards.with Thavils, Morsinghs, etc. You know most of these musicians landed in Bangalore 
only on 17th Morning and hardly practiced together for not more than 4 to 8 hours on the three days. With 
Gurudev’s divine grace they synchronized very well.  
 
Inspite of thousands of buses and cars coming  and going out of the venue there were no traffic jams. With more 
than two million people assembled no untoward incident happened. No announcement was heard of people 
getting lost No shortage of food or drinking water excellent arrangements.
